1. Neatness: 

· Your portfolio should be neat and presentable.  This should be something you are proud of and would be willing to share with others.

2. Organization:

· All of your units should be presented in the order in which we studied them.  I have listed the units of study below.

3. All Units Included:

· Be sure to include every unit studied

4. At Least Three Pieces Per Unit

· Be sure to include at least three pieces of work for each unit that you are most proud of.  Of course, you may include more.

5. Reflection:

· You are to include a reflection paragraph at the back of your portfolio.  You may reflect upon the class in general, your favorite unit of study and why, or things that you learned that you liked most.

6. Units are Labeled:

· Be sure to properly label each and every unit

7. Work Shows Progression:

· From beginning to end, your portfolio will hopefully show some sort of academic progression

8. Title Page was Included:

· This is self-explanatory, but be sure to include a Title Page in the very front of the portfolio

9. Table of Contents:

· Be sure to include a table of contents after your title page

10. Overall Appearance:  

· The portfolio should be appealing to look at, and should give the appearance that effort was given in creating it.  You should use a three ring binder with sheet covers to protect your work.
